Fuss Free Frittata

Want a super easy, fuss free dinner option great for individual servings or the
whole family? Give this delicious frittata recipe a go. Using minimal, low cost

ingredients you can make it as a vegetarian option, too.
Frittata

Ingredients:

* 10 free range eggs

* 1 cup thickened cream

e 250g cherry tomatoes

* 1 onion diced

* 1 leek, thinly sliced

e 2 rashers rindless bacon or 2 cups chicken chopped

(omit for vegetarian option)
* Salt, pepper and herbs to taste

» 2 cups chopped spinach

Instructions:
1. Heat the oven to 180 degrees

2. Place bacon or chicken, onion, leek and spinach in a frying pan over
medium heat and cook for 5 mins or until the meat and onions are browned

and the leek and spinach softened (omit meat for vegetarian option)
3. In a bowl whisk together the eggs, cream, salt/pepper and herbs
4. Add the meat, leeks and spinach into the bowl and mix together
5. Pour the mixture into a greased oven proof dish
6. Cut cherry tomatoes in half and arrange evenly over the mixture
7. Place in the oven and cook for 20-25 minutes
8. Cut the frittata into wedges to serve

For individual portions, use a greased, large size muffin pan and distribute
mixture evenly, decorating with cherry tomatoes. Cook for 20 minutes or until

golden brown on top.
